• Number Consolidation: exploring one, lots, more, fewer, 
counting, 1:1 correspondence, reading numbers to 100, addi-
tion. 

• Number: Multiplication (e.g. 2 lots of 5) & Division (sharing 
into groups) 

• Fractions: half (2 equal parts), a quarter (4 equal parts), a 
whole 

• Geometry: Position & Direction: Superhero directions, next to, 
on top of, behind, in front of, left, right, forwards, backwards. 

Science—  Animals, including humans; to identify a range of 
body parts and know what humans need to survive. 

PSHE/Social understanding: Relationships 

Life Skills: Dressing & undressing—swimming, shoes on and 
off, socks on and off, tasting new foods, spreading, cutting, 
communicating. 

Understanding the World: Talk about the lives of the people 
around them and their roles in society. 

Festivals & Celebrations: Explain some similarities & differ-
ences between different religious & cultural communities in 
this country.
